ONE STEAMY DAY IN APRIL é 

é I received an early morning call from 

Geoff Daniel, who had urgent news that a 

Tornado was about to hit the area! 

Alarmed, I was assured that this was not a 

severe weather warning, óTornadoô in this 

instance being the name of the first express 

steam locomotive to be built in Britain for 

over 50 years.

We had little notice of the 

trainôs arrival, although a distant hoot as the 

train shot through Stevenage gave us some 

warning that the train was running ahead of 

time!  

In the event, we got our pictures, although 

they will not make the Railway Gazette.  In 

all the careful preparations, weôd forgotten  

that steam and smoke were a factor of these 

magnificent machines and there is some 

resultant obliteration of the locomotive as it 

ran by, ever so smoothly at over 75 mph. 

The  sequel was an hour or so later when we 

arrived back in the village for more steam 

engines! A trio were making their way from 

Markyate to the Plough at Woodside, 

stopping for water at Brownôs Pet Supplies 

and watering hole. 

Four steam engines in one morning, is this a 

local record for the twentieth millennium?
